  Sept 4th, 2010    6.1 level 40 km from CBD; no fatalities as this occurred at 4:30 am when most were home in bed.                                                                                                         Feb 22, 2011  6.1 level but 182 fatalities as it occurred closer (10 KM) to CBD and happened in middle of business day (12:30 pm).                                                             Christchurch is similar to Victoria in population (376,000) and age (built in 1850’s onward). Christchurch had been deemed low probability for serious seismic event whereas Victoria is deemed highest risk in Canada.                                                       Major damage to heritage building stock in CBD (1900-1930 construction).  Two story buildings fell “down and out”.      These buildings are very similar in construction to what we have on Broad/Government street here in Victoria.                                                                                                Sandy/silty soil in eastern suburbs subjected to liquefaction.                                                     Very few fires due to absence of natural gas infrastructure.                                                      Utility  poles being above ground made it easier to repair damage.                                            “Porta-loos” brought in from all over Southeast Asia .  17,000 homes were deemed uninhabitable. 3% to 5% of population simply left.                                                  Aftershocks and further quakes went on for years afterwards.                                         Areas of Saanich that would be subject to liquefaction include Blenkinsop Valley and Swan Lake Area.
